In this contribution, we discuss remaining issues on DL signals and channels for NR-U.

2. Remaining issues
2.1. Channel occupancy duration in FBE
In the current TS38.213 [3], the duration to which the availability indicated by the available RB set indicator field apply is defined by using an indicated channel occupancy duration under Clause 11.1.1. In RAN1#102_e, it was agreed that availableRB-SetsToAddModList-r16 and availableRB-SetsToRelease-r16 can be configured without configuring co-DurationsPerCell ToAddModList-r16 and co-DurationsPerCellToReleaseList-r16 and/or slotFormatCombToAddModList and slotFormatCombToReleaseList. This means that, for FBE, the indicated channel occupancy duration can be identified without using either an SFI-index field or a channel occupancy duration field. RAN1 common understanding may be to consider the channel occupancy duration defined in Clause 4.3 of TS37.213 [4] as the indicated channel occupancy duration. However, it has not been captured in the specification yet.
