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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thank RAN2’s LS in R2-2010933 and would like to provide our response to the following question.
Question: Should the MCS ranges for mode-2 operation (i.e., in the PSSCH transmission parameter table based on UE speed and synchronization source, and the PSSCH transmission parameter table based on CBR and priority) be defined per MCS table?
Answer: Yes, RAN1 is of the opinion that the MCS ranges in mode 2 should be defined per MCS table (as per mode 1) so that the lower layer is able to derive MCS range for the correct MCS table and for greater flexibility. Otherwise, depending on UE implementation, the UE may always associate the same MCS ranges for the default (64QAM) table and any additional configured MCS table.
