	For simplicity, only one PUCCH with harq-ACK feedback is supported within a slot in release 15. In R16, in order to timely feedback harq-ACK and enable to support PDSCH retransmission with low latency,  one of the primary task of the R16 URLLC UCI enhancement is to support sub-slot based PUCCH and multiple harq-ack feedbacks within a single uplinking slot. And the sub-slot length is indicated by RRC signaling subslotLengthForPUCCH in PUCCH-config.


However, the current TS38.213 still shows a UE does not expect to transmit more than one PUCCH with HARQ-ACK information in a slot, which is incorrect.
