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Introduction
In this contribution, we discuss remaining issues and corrections for NR V2X specifications regarding Mode 1 resource allocation.
HARQ Codebook
In [3], it was noted that the HARQ codebook determination when sidelink HARQ-ACK is multiplexed on PUSCH defines two cases based on the presence of the SAI field in the scheduling DCI. Those two cases are explicitly noted a DCI formats which have an SAI field, and DCI 0-0, which doesn’t. However, DCI 0-2 does not have an SAI field and is not captured by the procedure. The proposal in [3] was to update the procedure such that it applies in the same manner to both DCI 0-0 and DCI 0-2. This is a straightforward solution to the issue that minimizes specifications impact and we propose to adopt it.
