RAN1 thanks SA2 for their LS in R1-2100014/S2-2009225.

RAN1 understands that SA2 may expect that the current upper limit of AN-PDB and PER of the defined 5QIs may have to be revised to support NTN.

In particular SA2 would like to ask RAN1, and RAN2 to indicate what is the expected upper bound of PER when the different RAT types for satellite access is used? (Question 2)

RAN1 assumes that the current upper bound of PER defined as 10-2 also applies for NTN.

Therefore, RAN1 doesn’t expect the need to change this upper bound for the different satellite RAT types.
