	The same interaction between PDSCH/PUSCH repetition and semi-static slot configuration is shared by dynamically-scheduled PDSCH/PUSCH and SPS/configured-grant transmission, i.e., a slot is excluded from the repetition if it contains at least one symbol direction confliction.

	Isolated impact analysis:
The CR is aiming to clarify interaction between PDSCH/PUSCH repetition for SPS/configured grant and semi-static uplink-downlink configuration.
