	In Rel-16, it was agreed that If a PUCCH-Config is provided with a subslotLengthForPUCCH-r16, the PUCCH resource corresponding to any SR or CSI configuration with the same priority as the PUCCH-Config, should be confined within the sub-slot associated to the PUCCH-Config. However, only the case when UE is provided two PUCCH-configs is specified in the specification. It is possible that UE is provided one PUCCH-config and subslotLengthForPUCCH-r16 is provided in the PUCCH-Config. The PUCCH configuration constraint should also be captured for this case.
