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Overall Description
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for their LS on R16 V2X for PUCCH reporting and for minimum time gap and would like to provide a reply to the following question:
	Q2: RAN2 respectfully requests RAN1 to provide feedback in case of any concern on the MAC specification above.



The RAN1 agreement limited the minimum time gap only to the case when feedback is enabled for a TB to reduce the latency of transmissions without feedback by ensuring the gap existed only where needed. The current MAC specification applies the minimum gap to transmissions with and without feedback when PSFCH resources are configured for the resource pool, potentially increasing the time required to perform retransmissions without feedback. However, the system will continue to function with current MAC specifications, albeit not in the optimized manner RAN1 intended.
At this stage, specification correctness and stability are of utmost importance and it is RAN1’s understanding that the changes required to capture the RAN1 agreement in MAC specifications are extensive and could destabilize MAC specifications. Therefore, RAN1 would not recommend changing the MAC specifications at this stage despite the deviation from the RAN1 agreement.
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
