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	Reason for change:
	In TS38.213 Clause 9.2.5, when a UE would multiplex CSI reports that include part 2 CSI reports in a PUCCH resource, both the number of PRBs for the PUCCH resources and the number of Part 2 CSI reports are determined assuming that each of the CSI reports indicates rank 1. In Clause 9.2.5.2, it also specifies that a number of  Part 2 CSI reports needs to be dropped if the code rate of PUCCH with all Part 2 CSI reports is larger than the one given by maxCodeRate. Regarding this, if the actual payload size of Part 2 CSI reports is larger than the size calcualted assuming rank 1, some Part 2 reports are possibly dropped to satisfy the maximum code rate of the PUCCH, and the real number of Part 2 CSI reports is different from the number determined assuming rank 1. Therefore, UE does not know which number of Part 2 CSI reports should be reported, the real number following max code rate or determined number assuming rank 1 which possibly results in the actual code rate of the PUCCH larger than the max.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Delete the related discription that a number of Part 2 CSI reports is determined assuming rank 1 in Clause 9.2.5 of TS38.213 and clarify the number of reported Part 2 CSI reports is the real number determined based on the max code rate of PUCCH.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	If the CR is not approved, a UE will not know the dedicated number of Part 2 CSI reports reported to gNB and gNB will not be clear how many Part 2 CSI reports are carried in a PUCCH.

	Isolated impact analysis:
This CR has isolated impact. If the UE is implemented in accordance to this CR and the gNB is not, or the gNB is implemented in accordance to this CR and the UE is not, there will be different understanding between UE and gNB on the number of Part 2 CSI reports in the PUCCH.

-	if the UE is provided multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList and if any of the multiple PUCCH resources overlap, the UE multiplexes all CSI reports in a resource from the resources provided by multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList, as described in Clause 9.2.5.2. 
A UE multiplexes HARQ-ACK information, with or without SR, and CSI resport(s) in a same PUCCH if the UE is provided simultaneousHARQ-ACK-CSI; otherwise, the UE drops the CSI report(s) and includes only HARQ-ACK information, with or without SR, in the PUCCH. If the UE would transmit multiple PUCCHs in a slot that include HARQ-ACK information and CSI report(s), the UE expects to be provided a same configuration for simultaneousHARQ-ACK-CSI each of PUCCH formats 2, 3, and 4.
