	[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]In 38.213, it is stated that when PDSCH/PDCCH/RS configured by high layer collides with PUCCH/PUSCH/PRACH/SRS scheduled by a DCI format, the PDSCH/PDCCH/RS reception is canceled, otherwise, UE should receive the PDSCH/PDCCH/RS. However, it is not specified whether UE should drop the DL reception when the PDSCH/PDCCH/RS configured by high layer collides with PUSCH scheduled by a RAR UL grant (e.g., Msg3 initial transmission, PUSCH scheduled by a RAR UL grant for CFRA case). Since Msg3 retransmission is already covered by PUSCH scheduled by a DCI format 0_0, it is natural to align UE behavior between Msg3 initial transmission and Msg3 retransmission. Besides, for CFRA case, PUSCH scheduled by a RAR UL grant should be treated in the same way as normal PUSCH scheduled by a DCI format.
However, the current spec can lead to a misunderstanding that the collision between PDSCH/PDCCH/RS configured by high layer and PUSCH scheduled by a RAR UL grant is covered by the ‘if the UE does not detect a DCI format 0_0, DCI format 0_1, DCI format 1_0, DCI format 1_1, or DCI format 2_3’ statement thus leading to PDSCH/PDCCH/RS reception and cancellation of UL transmission.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarify that UE should perform UL transmission scheduled by a RAR UL grant when the PUSCH transmission scheduled by a RAR UL grant is overlapped with PDSCH/PDCCH/RS configured by the high layer.

	The misinterpretation that UL transmission scheduled by a RAR UL grant should be dropped when it collides with PDSCH/PDCCH/RS configured by high layer remains.

For operation on a single carrier in unpaired spectrum, if a UE is configured by higher layers to receive a PDCCH, or a PDSCH, or a CSI-RS in a set of symbols of a slot, the UE receives the PDCCH, the PDSCH, or the CSI-RS if the UE does not detect a RAR UL grant, a DCI format 0_0, DCI format 0_1, DCI format 1_0, DCI format 1_1, or DCI format 2_3 that indicates to the UE to transmit a PUSCH, a PUCCH, a PRACH, or a SRS in at least one symbol of the set of symbols of the slot; otherwise, the UE does not receive the PDCCH, or the PDSCH, or the CSI-RS in the set of symbols of the slot.
