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1. 	Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for sending the LS on NTN-specific SIB. RAN1 has discussed the question asked by RAN2 and RAN1 answer is provided below.
Regarding the parameters to be indicated within NTN-specific SIB (SIBx), RAN1 discussed the following two options and accorded a preference to option-1:

Option 1: 
The four parameters:
· Ephemeris; 
· Common TA parameters; 
· Validity duration for UL sync information
· Epoch time 
are included within ServingCellConfigCommonSIB information element in SIB1.
Other NTN related parameters are broadcast within newly introduced NTN-specific SIB (SIBx)

Option 2:
All parameters (1) to (9) are jointly broadcast within NTN-specific SIB (SIBx):
· In this case, for NTN-specific SIB si-BroadcastStatus shall be always set to broadcasting. And valueTag field should be excluded when determining changes in system information, i.e. changes of Ephemeris and Common TA parameters should neither result in system information change notifications nor in a modification of valueTag in SIB1.
Further, with option 2, Epoch time linked to Ephemeris and Common TA parameters might not be explicitly indicated and can be implicitly known as the end of the SI window during which the SI message is transmitted as per the following RAN1 agreement made at RAN1#107-e: 
	Agreement
· When explicitly provided through SIB, Epoch time of assistance information (i.e. Serving satellite ephemeris and Common TA parameters) is the starting time of a DL sub-frame, indicated by a SFN and a sub-frame number signaled together with the assistance information. 
· Otherwise, when indicated in SIB (other than SIB1), epoch time of assistance information (i.e. Serving satellite ephemeris and Common TA parameters) is implicitly known as the end of the SI window during which the SI message is transmitted.
· When provided through dedicated signaling, epoch time of assistance information (i.e. Serving satellite ephemeris and Common TA parameters) is the starting time of a DL sub-frame, indicated by a SFN and a sub-frame number.
