 In this contribution, we will discuss the remaining issues about the RAN2-led topics in RAN1 and share our view.  
2 Discussion
2.1 UE type definition
Up to RAN1 106-bis meeting, it was agreed that the definition of RedCap include the following components

	1. Maximum FR1 RedCap UE bandwidth is 20 MHz.

2. Maximum FR2 RedCap UE bandwidth is 100 MHz.

3. Early indication of RedCap UE in Msg.1 for 4-step RACH

FFS whether to add any other basic features for RedCap UE


And the following components were not considered 

	· Supported Rx branches and corresponding maximum DL MIMO layers

· RedCap UE must indicate this capability from RAN1 perspective

· Supported FDD operation

· Supported maximum DL modulation order


During last RAN2 meeting, it was discussed how to apply the RedCap definition and the following working assumption was made 
	Working Assumption:

1. The capability “support of RedCap” is per UE capability. Take a final agreement in the next meeting based on possible further feedback from RAN1




During the discussion, the main controversial part is the granularity for report. There are main two options. One option is to define the capability “support of RedCap” per UE and another option is to define this capability per band  

In our opinion, defining the capability “support of Redcap” per band is preferable. In some frequency bands, the system bandwidth is up to or less than 20MHz, then for some high-end RedCap devices e.g. supporting 2 Rx, FD-FDD and 256QAM in DL could show the same capability with normal devices in these bands. Then RedCap devices could work as a non-RedCap in these frequency bands. From this point, we think it is beneficial for both network and devices.  In this case, the network system could incorporate the RedCap devices without upgrading the network system and extend the RedCap’s service coverage, which could accelerate the commercialization of RedCap.
