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Overall description 
RAN1 would like to provide response on the following question from RAN4 in R4-2203020:
	RAN4 kindly asks RAN1 to consider above answers in future discussion and feedback on RAN4 question.
Besides above reply, there is question raised by company for clarification to desired DL Tx power adjustment from an IAB-node to a parent node as: there are RAN4 requirements for IAB-DU receiver by which the RX PSD difference between two FDM signals can be derived. Such RX PSD difference range could be regarded as basic PSD difference can be tolerated by child IAB receiver and thus the desired DL TX power adjustment could be derived to avoid higher PSD difference to be tolerated by child IAB receiver compared to the basic PSD difference. Whether this information of basic PSD difference is needed in addition to desired DL TX power adjustment range from RAN1 perspective?  


Response:
It is RAN1’s understanding that desired DL TX power adjustment does not mandate transmit power of parent IAB-DU, and the range of desired DL TX power is determined by IAB-MT within the given range. Therefore the basic PSD difference, mentioned by RAN4, is not needed for DL TX power adjustment range if the basic PSD difference is the RAN4 requirements for IAB-MT. In that perspective, there are several questions regarding the basic PSD difference for further clarification.
Q1. Is the basic PSD difference RAN4 requirements for IAB-MT?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Q2. If the basic PSD difference is not RAN4 requirement for IAB-MT, under what circumstance is it applied for IAB-MT? (For example, when IAB-MT and IAB-DU shares same RF)
Q3. What is the impact of IAB-MT if the transmit power of parent IAB-DU exceeds basic PSD difference?
