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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN4 for their LS in R1-2200895 (R4-2202413) on Rel-17 FeMIMO SRS related impact.

RAN1 discussed the question posed by RAN4 and would like to clarify the following: 
Question 1: Is UE expected to transmit other signals between SRSs belonging to different set where usage is set to antenna switching? 

Answer 1: It is possible that a time gap is longer than GP, and the gNB should be allowed to schedule other traffic. 
Question 2: Should there be a guard period defined in RAN1 specs or a switching time defined in ran4 specs in between SRSs and other signals?

Answer 2a: In principle, it would be beneficial to avoid the introduction of guard periods or switching time offsets as such delays would negatively impact the system efficiency, something which is not desired. If introduced, it is beneficial to define not only the length of the guard periods but also the placement(s) of them needs to make network increase the efficiency.
