	Currently the specification text does not provide any procedure on how to signal to a UE whether the short control signalling exemption may be allowed to be used, given that there are regions where this exemption may not be applicable. Furthremore, it is important to note that a UE may not be able to retrieve this information implicitly by implementation, and such information has to be provided explicitly by the network.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarify that short control signalling exemption is applied when configured by higher layers.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	UE may not be able to use the short control signalling exemption due to possible non-compliance with the regional regulatory requirements.
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	Other comments:
	Isolated Impact Analysis:
For UE that have not implementing the change, connected to gNB that have implemented the change, given that a UE may not be able to know the geographic region where it is deployed and whether this short control signalling exemption is allowed or not, UE may not be able to use this exemption rules for transmission to the gNB. This may result in connection latency from delayed random access.
For UE that have implemented the change, connected to gNB that have not implemented change,will not be ever able to use exemption rule for transmissions as it expects configuration from gNB that will not be provided. This may result in connection latency from delayed random access.
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4.4.5	Exempted transmissions from sensing 

In regions where channel sensing is required to access a channel for transmission and short control signalling exemption is allowed by regulation, if the higher layer parameter ShortControlSignalling-r17 is configured a gNB/UE may transmit the following transmission(s) on a channel without sensing the channel:
-	Transmission(s) of the discovery burst by the gNB;
-	Transmission(s) of the first message in a random access procedure by the UE.
When the gNB/UE transmits the above transmission(s) without sensing on a channel by utilizing the exemption above, the total duration of such transmission(s) by the gNB/UE shall not occupy the corresponding channel more than  over any  interval.
