For inter-cell mTRP , UE does not transmit PUCCH/PUSCH/PRACH in a slot or SRS in the symbols if in time domain the PUCCH/PUSCH/PRACH/SRS overlaps with an SSB of a serving cell PCI or an SSB associated with the active additional PCI.


In 38.213, the “active additional PCI” in the agreement is captured as the PCI associated with the active TCI states. However, this is problematic as UE still measures SSBs (L1 measurment) from the PCIs not associated with the active TCI states.
When SSBs that the UE measures for L1-RSRP/SINR (and are not associated with the PCI that has active TCI states) overlap with UL channels/signals, there is no procedure currently defined as to whether the UE should measure the SSB or transmit the UL channel/signal given that the UE is not capable of full-duplex operation in TDD.
