	RAN2 has agreed that the separate initial DL BWP for RedCap UEs is configured by initialDownlinkBWP-RedCap in DownlinkConfigCommonSIB instead of initialDownlinkBWP in DownlinkConfigCommonSIB.
RAN1/2 has agreed that for both RRC_IDLE/INACTIVE  and RRC_connected, if a RedCap UE  monitors PDCCH according to Type2-PDCCH CSS set in the initial DL BWP, the RedCap UE assumes that the initial DL BWP includes CD-SS/PBCH block and the CORESET with index 0.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	To clarify that separate initial DL BWP for RedCap UEs is configured by  initialDownlinkBWP-RedCap in DownlinkConfigCommonSIB.
Remove “includes a SS/PBCH block and does not include the CORESET with index 0 if the initial DL BWP does not include the SS/PBCH block the UE used to obtain SIB1”.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	It is not clear whether a RedCap UE monitor PDCCH according to a Type1-PDCCH CSS set on the initial DL BWP for non-RedCap UEs or the separate initial DL BWP for RedCap UEs.
A RedCap will monitor PDCCH according to a Type2-PDCCH CSS set on an initial DL BWP which doesn’t include CD-SS/PBCH block.
