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	Reason for change:
	To reduce signaling overhead, the UE can be configured with simultaneousTCI-UpdateList1 or simultaneousTCI-UpdateList2 for simultaneous TCI state activation for co-located Serving Cells. 

The mechanism is also applicable for activation of BFD-RS. Currently, BFD-RS of a BWP of a Serving Cell can be activated by a BFD-RS indication MAC CE. By reusing the cell lists, the same BFD-RS(s) could be activated for the Serving Cells in a same cell list upon receiving the BFD-RS indication MAC CE. The same benefit, i.e. signaling overhead reduction, could be achieved.
