Regarding reason for change: “if LI is configured, according to current spec, LI should be reported”. We don’t share this understanding, current spec is just unclear about UE and gNB behavior when LI is configured. Neither 212 nor 214 spec describes LI is reported and how it is reported. Besides, it is not about how to report LI, it is whether to report LI.
So, we prefer the following wording of the reason for change:
“When CSI report quantity is set to “cri-RI-LI-PMI-CQI”, and codebook type is set to 'typeII-r16' or 'typeII-PortSelection-r16', current 212 spec and 214 spec does not describe UE and gNB behavior for LI reporting. This CR aims to clarify the UE and gNB behavior for LI reporting under these configurations”.
For consequence if not approved: “UE and gNB behavior is unclear when LI is configured”.
For other comments: It is an alignment of UE and BS behavior based on common understanding among companies
