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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the further LS and would like to provide the following considerations.
In general, RAN1 specification of TS 38.213 V17.4.0 (2022-12) quoted as below has already involved the following missing cases mentioned by RAN2.

If the UE transmits a PUCCH providing a positive SR after the UE detects a DCI format providing the PDCCH monitoring adaptation field indicating to the UE to skip PDCCH monitoring for the duration on the active DL BWP of the serving cell, the UE resumes PDCCH monitoring starting at the beginning of a first slot that is after a last symbol of the PUCCH transmission in all serving cells of the corresponding Cell Group. During the time of ra-ResponseWindow or msgB-ResponseWindow or the duration where ra-ContentionResolutionTimer is running, the UE shall not skip PDCCH monitoring on SpCell. If UE transmits a RACH due to positive SR, the UE shall not skip PDCCH monitoring on any serving cell of the corresponding Cell Group during the time of ra-ResponseWindow or msgB-ResponseWindow or the duration where ra-ContentionResolutionTimer is running. If the DRX group of the serving cell is configured and enters outside Active Time, the UE terminates PDCCH skipping for the serving cell.

Missing case 1 proposed by RAN2: For the case mentioned by RAN2 LS “UE shall monitor PDCCH regardless of previously received skipping command on SpCell after successful contention resolution.”, based on the current RAN1 specification highlighted above in yellow, it only clarifies that UE shall not skip PDCCH monitoring when ContentionResolutionTimer is running, but the UE behavior after successful contention resolution is unclear. To eliminate this ambiguity and resolve the concern of RAN2, RAN1 have discussed and make the following updates. According to the updated RAN1 specification, it is understood that the UE terminates PDCCH skipping (which means the UE shall monitor PDCCH) regardless of previously received skipping command after successful contention resolution.
Reply: RAN1 discussed and make the [following updates] to capture the first missing case raised by RAN2.

If UE transmits a RACH due to positive SR, the UE shall not skip PDCCH monitoring terminates PDCCH skipping on any serving cell of the corresponding Cell Group during the time of ra-ResponseWindow or msgB-ResponseWindow or the duration where ra-ContentionResolutionTimer is running. If the DRX group of the serving cell is configured and enters outside Active Time, the UE terminates PDCCH skipping for the serving cell.

Missing case 2 and 3 proposed by RAN2: For the case mentioned by RAN2 LS “UE shall monitor PDCCH regardless of skipping command on all serving cells of the corresponding Cell Group if UE detect the PDCCH skipping command after SR is sent and is pending. UE shall monitor PDCCH regardless of previously received skipping command on all serving cells of the corresponding Cell Group after the pending SR is cancelled.”, based on the current RAN1 specification highlighted above in green, it is RAN1’s understanding that a UE should resumes PDCCH monitoring after sending a positive SR, regardless of the previously received PDCCH skipping command or whether the sent SR will be cancelled or not, until a further PDCCH skipping indication is received. Hence, the current RAN1 specification has already reflected the mentioned SR cases. No specification changes for RAN1 are needed.
Reply: RAN1 specification has already captured the cases for SR proposed by RAN2. No RAN1 specification changes are needed.
