	In 4.2.1.0.4, the use of Type 2 channel access procedure as described in 4.2.1.2 within the UL multi-channel access procedure is conditional upon Type 1 channel access procedure being indicated or intended for the scheduled or configured UL transmissions, respectively. 
While clause 4.2.1.2 specifies that an indication by an eNB of Type 2 procedure to an LAA UE is interpreted as Type 2A procedure, it is not clear for an NR-U UE which sub-type of Type 2 procedures under 4.2.1.2 is applicable.
