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	Reason for change:
	For Type 1 HARQ-ACK codebook generation in 38.213 clause 9.1.2.1, UE determines a condition as to whether it is capable of receiving more than one unicast PDSCH or multicast PDSCH per slot. This condition impacts the codebook generation procedures as well as the codebook size. 

However, there are multiple such UE capabilities that can indicate UE is capable of receiving more than one PDSCH per slot, and the granularity of these UE capabilities is per FS. This may lead to ambiguity between UE and gNB with respect to Type 1 HARQ-ACK codebook generation. Additionally, this condition is not under gNB’s control, which means that even when gNB does not intend to transmit more than one PDSCH per slot, the codebook size may become unnecessarily large. 

To address these issues, a new RRC parameter is introduced, which controls the above-mentioned condition for Type 1 HARQ-ACK codebook generation.

	Consequences if not approved:
	The existing Type 1 HARQ-ACK codebook generation depnds on whether UE is capable of receiving more than one unicast PDSCH or multicast PDSCH per slot or not, which can lead to ambiguity due to multiple such UE capabilities and the granularity of such UE capabilities. Furthermore, without the CR, the size of Type 1 HARQ-ACK codebook is not under gNB’s control, and hence, may be unnecesarily large.
