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	Reason for change:
	The physical priority can be configured for MBS and non-MBS. For a PUCCH with HARQ-ACK information for MBS overlapping with another PUCCH or PUSCH, it was agreed in RAN1 previous meeting that support multiplexing for the same priority and prioritizing for different priorities at least when the corresponding PUCCH resources overlap in time in a slot. 
For intra-UE mulitplexing with different priorities, multiplexing of PUCCH and PUCCH or PUCCH and PUSCH with different prioirties are supported in URLLC WI. When the UE is not provided uci-MuxWithDiffPrio, UE cacels the PUCCH/PUSCH with lower priority index. It is not capatured in the current spec for the case with HARQ-ACK for MBS. When the UE is provided uci-MuxWithDiffPrio, UE multiplexes non-MBS UL transmisions with different priorities. When HARQ-ACK for MBS is involded, UE behaviour is not clear in this case.

Agreement:
For the cases of HARQ-ACK feedback (at least for ACK/NACK based feedback) is available for multicast and unicast for a given UE receiving multicast, for determining the PUCCH resource,

· FFS whether it is subject to UE capability.

If a UE multiplexes in a PUCCH multicast HARQ-ACK information only according to second HARQ-ACK reporting modes and CSI reports, the UE determines a PUCCH resource as described in clause 9.2.5.2 for multiplexing CSI reports with HARQ-ACK information that is in response to PDSCH receptions without corresponding PDCCHs.
If a UE determines that a first PUCCH transmission with multicast HARQ-ACK information that has a priority index overlaps in time domain with a second PUCCH transmission or a PUSCH transmission that have a different priority indexes, including repetitions if any,
