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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN4 for the reply LS (R1-2302269/ R4-2303646) on NR support for dedicated spectrum less than 5 MHz for FR1.
RAN1 has discussed the questions from RAN4 and concludes as follows: 
· For 3MHz channel bandwidth in band n100, the PBCH transmission bandwidth is 12 PRBs, and 4 PRBs from high frequency part and 4 PRBs from low frequency part of the band, should be punctured, i.e., aligning the position of PSS/SSS.
· For bands with 3MHz channel bandwidth other than n100, the PBCH transmission bandwidth is 15 PRBs, and only one puncturing pattern should be defined, e.g., 2 PRBs from high frequency part and 3 PRBs from low frequency part of a band are punctured.
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2. Actions: RAN1 respectfully requests RAN4 to take the above information into account for further work.
