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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for providing the LS. RAN1 has discussed the issues from RAN2 and would like to provide the following response:
Regarding feasibility, the following wording assumption is made:
Working Assumption
Support of L1 signaling at least for activation/deactivation of a cell DTX and/or DRX configuration is feasible (e.g., in terms of enabling/disenabling the feature) from RAN1 perspective.
· This does not imply that L1 activation/deactivation is supported in Rel-18\
· Note: Reliability, overhead, and benefits are FFS
Regarding benefit, the network energy saving gain by reducing the latency of activation/deactivation with L1 signalling for more dynamic changing is not evaluated in RAN1 either. Thus, the benefit to introduce L1 signalling to improve cell DTX/DRX activation/deactivation latency compared to L2/L3 signalling is not clear.
Regarding reliability, introduction of normal group common DCI without HARQ feedback for cell activation/deactivation is not reliable, which will result in a lot of problems for many DL/UL signals/channels.
Based on the above aspects, introduction of L1 signalling for cell DTX/DRX activation/deactivation is not supported from RAN1 perspective.
