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Introduction
A work item on NR sidelink evolution was approved in RAN#94e meeting [1], with one of the objectives to “study and specify, if necessary, mechanism(s) for co-channel coexistence for LTE sidelink and NR sidelink including performance, necessity, feasibility, and potential specification impact if any”, by “reusing the in-device coexistence framework defined in Rel-16 as much as possible”.
In this document, we share our views on some remaining issues of co-channel coexistence for LTE sidelink and NR sidelink.
Discussion
Dynamic co-existence solution
Boost of RSRP threshold 
In NR SL resource (re)selection procedure for dynamic resource pool sharing, the PHY layer of NR SL module excludes NR SL candidate resources overlapping with LTE SL reserved resources by other LTE SL UE when the SL RSRP value associated with the LTE SL reserved resources is higher than a SL RSRP threshold. Regarding the SL RSRP threshold, during discussions on the draft CR for TS38.214, one remaining issue is whether to boost up the SL RSRP threshold  when the amount of candidate resources does not reach  in step 7 of clause 8.1.4. In our view, it is straightforward to follow the legacy Rel-16 procedure, i.e., to increase  by 3dB if the amount of candidate resources remaining in the set SA is smaller than  in step 7. 
Proposal 1: In SL resource (re)selection procedure for dynamic resource sharing,  is increased by 3dB if the amount of candidate resources remaining in the set SA is smaller than  in step 7 of clause 8.1.4 in TS 38.214.
Conclusion
In this contribution, we discuss a few aspects relating to co-channel coexistence for LTE sidelink and NR sidelink and make the following proposal.
Proposal 1: In SL resource (re)selection procedure for dynamic resource sharing,  is increased by 3dB if the amount of candidate resources remaining in the set SA is smaller than  in step 7 of clause 8.1.4 in TS 38.214.
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
