· Editorial (E): this includes editorial issues that will be handled as editorial CRs

	Not support. Pls: refer to the endorsed LS R1-2306257 (where ‘and measurement’ is removed), rather than R1-2306135. That is, from report content perspective, only one type of RS can be reported, but from the measurement and also herein the rule, both CSI-RS and SSB can be measured (if ‘both CSI-RS and SS/PBCH block resources, when resource-wise quasi co-located with 'type C' and 'typeD' when applicable’ as in Section 5.2.1.4.3 TS 38.214). 

Question 1: RAN4 understands that two resource sets consisting of SSB + SSB or CSI-RS + CSI-RS can be configured for Rel-17 group-based L1-RSRP measurement and report. However, RAN4 is not clear whether the two resource sets configured for Rel-17 group-based L1-RSRP measurement and report can contain a mix of SSB and CSI-RS. Can RAN1 clarify whether a mix of SSB and CSI-RS can be configured for Rel-17 group-based L1-RSRP measurement and report?
Answer for Question 1: The two resource sets configured for Rel-17 group-based L1-RSRP report cannot contain a mix of SSB and CSI-RS

	For ZTE’s comments, I think we are aligned that only one type of RS can be reported. But, from the wording of the third bullet, it is not like that. In the last sentence of the third bullet, “CSI-RS and/or SSB resources of each group” means CSI-RS and/or SSB resources reported as a group. So, if “and/” is not removed, it means a reported resource group can contain a CSI-RS and an SSB.

We understanding that ZTE has a broader understanding on the meaning of “CSI-RS and/or SSB resources of each group”, which not only contains the reported resources, but also contain the QCL RS of the reported resource. But, since there is not further description here, such understanding is ambiguous. So, it is better to avoid such kind of ambiguity.

	@ZTE: to my understanding, the text proposal in R1-2308197 doesn’t mean to restrict the measurement of a mix of SSB and CSI-RS. As specified in the TP, it is just for the case when “the UE shall report in a single reporting instance nrofReportedGroups”. And in this case, according to previous LS response to RAN4, the report cannot contain a mix of SSB and CSI-RS.
