RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the reply LS to provide the following feedback.
1. RAN2 has identified an error in the RAN1 agreement as below:
The HARQ process ID of the Kth (1 < K ≤ numberOfPUSCH_PerPeriod) remaining configured and valid CG PUSCHs occasion in the period is determined by incrementing the HARQ process ID of the preceding PUSCH in the period by one with module operation with nrofHARQ-Processes or module operation with (nrofHARQ-Processes + harq-ProcID-Offset2), whichever applicable.:
HARQ Process ID = [numberOfPUSCH_PerPeriod *floor((CURRENT_symbol ) / periodicity) + (K-1)] modulo nrofHARQ-Processes + harq-ProcID-Offset2

RAN2 will capture a corrected version of the HARQ process ID formula in TS38.321.
2. RAN2 would respectfully request RAN1 to capture the definition of an invalid CG PUSCH as below, and would also like to know where the definition will be captured in the RAN1 specifications (so that RAN2 specifications can refer to that definition).
Note: A configured CG PUSCH is invalid if the CG PUSCH is dropped due to collision with DL symbol(s) indicated by tdd-UL-DL-ConfigurationCommon or tdd-UL-DL-ConfigurationDedicated or SSB.
RAN1 thanks RAN2’s reply and question and has the following feedback:
Answer:
RAN1 shares with RAN2’s definition of an invalid CG PUSCH. In RAN1#113, RAN1 has the following agreement.
	Agreement
The UTO-UCI indication for a CG configuration is applicable to only valid CG PUSCH TOs, if any.
· Note: A configured CG PUSCH is invalid if the CG PUSCH is dropped due to collision with DL symbol(s) indicated by tdd-UL-DL-ConfigurationCommon or tdd-UL-DL-ConfigurationDedicated or SSB. Otherwise, it is valid.


According to this agreement, in RAN1 specification, UTO-UCI is only applicable to valid CG PUSCH TOs.
