RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the LS on SL positioning MAC agreements, which provided the agreements which achieved for the SL-PRS priority at RAN2#123, and would like to ask RAN1 whether the following cases are possible:
	· Higher layer provides the SL-PRS priority when SL-PRS is triggered by peer UE’s lower layer’s signalling
· Lower layer signalling provides the SL-PRS priority when SL-PRS is triggered by peer UE’s lower layer signalling



RAN1 has discussed above issue of whether the two cases are possible in RAN1#114bis, and would provide the following response to RAN2:
Response to RAN2:
· Regarding the issue of whether the two cases are possible in the RAN2 LS R1-2308834 (R2-2309343), RAN1 would like to provide the following response:
· From RAN1 perspective, for the scheme 2 sensing-based resource allocation, priority value for SL PRS should be provided by higher layers from Tx UE perspective.
· The first case is possible, but the second case is not possible according to RAN1 agreement.
