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	Reason for change:
	In current specification, for SL HARQ-ACK report to gNB in mode 1 resource allocation, NACK report is performed in the following two cases:
A. All PSFCH resources corresponding to PSSCH resources provided by gNB are not received due to prioritization
B. All PSSCH resources provided by gNB are not used for transmission due to prioritization 
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However, mixture cases of above A and B are not considered in the description. For example, when gNB provides 3 resources, and 2 resources are used for PSSCH transmissions but corresponding PSFCH resources are not monitored, and if 1 resource is not used for transmission, the UE behavior is not specified. This case can be illustrated as below.
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One note is that Case A and Case B are described in the current spec as follows:
…, due to prioritization, …, the UE does not receive PSFCH …
…, due to prioritization, …, the UE does not receive a PSSCH …
These texts imply that Case A does not include e.g., a case where a UE does not receive PSFCH due to failure of PSSCH transmission due to priortization.

Another note is that “a PSSCH transmission” in e.g., “in any PSFCH reception occasion associated with a PSSCH transmission in a resource provided by a DCI format 3_0” would not mean to consider only PSSCH resource actually used for PSSCH transmission. This way of the terminology can be found in many parts of the current spec. That is, the 1st paragraph in this correction does not include the mixture case.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	For the mixture cases of above A and B as well as for only A or for only B, NACK is reported to gNB.
The paragraph for only Case A includes additionally the mixture case by this correction.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	UE behavior for the mixture cases of above A and B is not defined.

The UE generates a NACK when, due to prioritization, as described in clause 16.2.4, the UE does not receive PSFCH in any PSFCH reception occasion associated with a PSSCH transmission in a resource provided by a DCI format 3_0 and the UE transmitted PSSCH in the resource or, for a configured grant, in a resource provided in a single period and for which the UE is provided a PUCCH resource to report HARQ-ACK information and the UE transmitted PSSCH in the resource. The priority value of the NACK is same as the priority value of the PSSCH transmission.
The UE generates a NACK when, due to prioritization as described in clause 16.2.4, the UE does not transmit a PSSCH in any of the resources provided by a DCI format 3_0 or, for a configured grant, in any of the resources provided in a single period and for which the UE is provided a PUCCH resource to report HARQ-ACK information. The priority value of the NACK is same as the priority value of the PSSCH that was not transmitted due to prioritization.
