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1. Overall description
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2’s LS on NTN self-evaluation, and RAN2’s LS provides the related assumptions and the final evaluation values in the TP and asks for RAN1’s feedback.
RAN1 response
RAN1 finds no issues on the assumptions and the final evaluation values provided in the TP except the one-way propagation time. From RAN1 perspective, the assumption that both UE and gNB are located at the satellite’s nadir is not a common scenario of transparent payload in NTN. Under a common NTN scenario with UE’s elevation angle of 90 degrees and gNB’s elevation angle of 79 degrees, an additional propagation time of 0.03ms should be considered on top of the one-way propagation time provided in the TP.
2. Actions
To RAN2
