[bookmark: _Hlk58595024]In this contribution, we address the remaining issues on the design of the reference signals needed for SL positioning and the procedures needed for OLPC.
Discussion
In summary, the overall design is stable with only one low priority outstanding issue based on discussions in [1].
Antenna Port Indication in Shared Resource Pool 
The following proposal was made in [1]:
· Support to indicate in SCI 2-D whether the same antenna port is applied for SL-PRS and PSSCH DMRS for Rx UE joint processing.

In the shared resource pool, the bandwidth of the PSSCH DMRS and the S PRS are the same. As such, if the same antenna port is used to transmit both, then theoretically, the UE could jointly process the two signals to simplify the UE processing and improve the accuracy of the position estimation. The use of this signaling is optional for the UE.

Proposal 1: Indicate in SCI 2-D whether the same antenna port is applied for SL-PRS and PSSCH DMRS for Rx UE joint processing. The use of this signaling is optional for the UE.
