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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for providing the progress on the MAC specification for SL positioning and the questions. RAN1 discussed the questions and provide the following responses.
Q1: On the maximum number of parallel SL-PRS transmission
· What is the maximum total number of parallel SL-PRS transmissions on SL-PRS shared/dedicated resource pool?
· What is the maximum number of parallel SL-PRS transmission supported on a SL-PRS shared resource pool and SL-PRS dedicated resource pool, respectively?
[bookmark: _Hlk157095856][bookmark: _Hlk157095535]A1: RAN1 understands the “parallel SL-PRS transmission” refers to the concept of the HARQ process for communication for the same destination. 
· With regards to the maximum total number parallel SL-PRS transmission on SL-PRS shared/dedicated resource pool and the maximum number of parallel SL-PRS transmission supported on a SL-PRS shared resource pool and SL-PRS dedicated resource pool, respectively, RAN1 concluded that parallel SL-PRS transmission is not supported, since there is no HARQ process ID associated with SL-PRS transmission.

Q2: When SL-PRS is transmitted on a SL-PRS shared resource pool where PSFCH is configured, if the associated PSSCH transmission is positively acknowledged, should the UE continue to perform SL-PRS retransmission?
[bookmark: _Hlk157096363][bookmark: _Hlk157096396]A2: If the associated PSSCH transmission is positively acknowledged, UE may still continue to perform SL-PRS retransmission on the shared SL-PRS resource pool when needed if the number of retransmissions does not exceed the maximum number of retransmissions provided by congestion control.
