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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the LS on the questions regarding positioning MAC agreements, RAN1 would like to provide the following response to the questions as follows.
Question: regarding the minimum time gap between the last symbol of SL-PRS and the start of the first symbol of PSFCH reception that is associated with the PSSCH transmission on SL-PRS shared resource pool, whether a new RRC parameter is needed.
[RAN1’s reply] There is no need to define a new parameter for the minimum time gap between PSFCH and SL PRS. The RRC parameter sl-MinTimeGapPSFCH shown below can be reused. PSFCH based ACK/NACK feedback for SL PRS is not supported. Also, even if PSSCH and SL PRS are transmitted in the same slot and SL PRS is transmitted in the last symbol, it does not matter since the unit of sl-MinTimeGapPSFCH is slot.

The minimum time gap between PSFCH and the associated PSSCH in the unit of slots.
