	RAN2 has introduced a feature that a CFRA can be triggered by LTM CSC MAC CE and has specified this feature in the latest RAN2 SPEC. The CFRA triggered by LTM CSC MAC CE is used for RACH-based LTM. In current RAN2 SPEC, CFRA triggered by PDCCH order and CFRA triggered by LTM CSC MAC CE are separately described. However, in RAN1 SPEC, CFRA triggered by LTM CSC MAC CE has not been captured. The CFRA triggered by LTM CSC MAC CE should be clearly captured in TS 38.213. Otherwise, ambiguity is observed since it is difficult to connect PDCCH order with LTM CSC MAC CE.

[bookmark: _GoBack]For a PRACH transmission by a UE triggered by a PDCCH order or a LTM Cell Switch Command MAC CE, the PRACH mask index field, if the value of the random access preamble index field is not zero, indicates the PRACH occasion for the PRACH transmission where the PRACH occasions are associated with the SS/PBCH block index indicated by the SS/PBCH block index field of the PDCCH order or the LTM Cell Switch Command MAC CE and, if any, a cell indicator field indicates a cell for the PRACH transmission [5, TS 38.212]. If the UE is provided  by cellSpecificKoffset, the PRACH occasion is after slot  where  is the slot of the UL BWP for the PRACH transmission that overlaps with the end of the PDCCH order reception assuming , and  is the SCS configuration for the PRACH transmission. If the PDCCH reception for the PDCCH order includes two PDCCH candidates from two linked search space sets based on searchSpaceLinkingId, as described in clause 10.1, the last symbol of the PDCCH reception is the last symbol of the PDCCH candidate that ends later.
