For frequency bands defined by FR2-NTN, RAN1 will not consider expanding the scope of extended cyclic prefix to cover SCS other than 60 kHz in Rel-18.
Conclusion
RAN1 will decide at RAN1#116bis on whether to reuse Table 6.3.3.2-4 of TS 38.211 without modification for NR over NTN for FR2-NTN in Rel-18, or to reuse the table with modifications.

In RAN1#116 meeting, there are two alternatives discussed [2] for how to apply table 6.3.3.2-4 of TS 38.211 for FR2-NTN in Rel-18.
· Alt1: No modifications to the PRACH table
· Alt2: Introduce optimizations for the PRACH configuration table
In our understanding, although some PRACH configuration entries in table 6.3.3.2-4 of TS 38.211 are not applicable for FR2-NTN, anyway it is up to NW to select the proper entries that are applicable to FR2-NTN and to configure to the UEs. Thus, the current table can be directly reused for simplicity. Considering there’s limited time and TUs in the maintenance phase, it is challenging for RAN1 to design a new PRACH configuration table specifically for FR2 FDD. Furthermore, it is difficult to guarantee there would not be any relevant issues that need to be considered due to the introduction of the new configuration table, which requires more discussions and effort. 
Thus, we support simply reusing Table 6.3.3.2-4 of TS 38.211 without modification.
