About the City

Pusan is Korea’s principal seaport and second largest city. Lying on the southeastern tip of the Korean Peninsula, it enjoys a somewhat warmer climate than Seoul and has an excellent beach resort with a marked international flavor. Climate & Clothing

The climate of Korea is temperate, with four distinct seasons. Although July and August are hot and rainy, the heat is tempered by sea breezes, and the rainy days are interspersed with clear or less cloudy days. Except during the rainy season, the sky is generally bright and blue. In winter, it gets quite cold, yet the chill is interspersed by cyclonic warmer days and clear skies. The dry and healthy quality of the climate is a result of evaporation surpassing precipitation all the year round except during the rainy months of July and August.

Spring and autumn are ideal times to visit Korea. Summer visits can also be made in relative comfort. Businessmen and other visitors do not find winter weather to be a deterrent to their normal activities. Basic clothing for traveling in Korea is the same as what one would normally wear in New York or London.

Currency

Korea’s currency is called the won. Coins come in denominations of ₩10, ₩50, ₩100, and ₩500 and notes come in denominations of ₩1,000, ₩5,000, and ₩10,000. The exchange rate fluctuates daily, dependent on international foreign exchange rates. Foreign currencies and traveler’s cheques can be exchanged at banks, airports, international ferry terminals and hotels.
Mail

Post offices are open from 9 AM to 5 PM on weekdays and from 9 AM to 1 PM on Saturdays.

Electricity & Voltage

Electricity varies in Korea so the only way to tell is by checking which type of outlet is in your room, whether it is for 110V or 220V

Credit Cards

Credit cards (Visa, American Express, Diners Club, Master Card and etc.) are accepted in almost all places such as major hotels, department stores, and major restaurants.

Points of Interest

-Haeundae Beach
-Tongbek Isle: With woods and cliffs leading to the beach, the isle is good for fishing or 

 walking around. Mermaid Statue here presents a nice photo background.

-Oryukdo; This islet, looking 5 at low and 6 rocks at high tide, guards the Pusan port. 

 An excursion boat, starting from Mipo in Haeundae or Tongbaek Isle, is available (70 

 minutes ride, 4,000 won: adults, 2,000won: children)

-Chongsapo: You can feel quite at home at the raw fish restaurants lined here (30,000 

 won for an ordinary raw fish dish.)

-Yachting Center: This marina was used at the 1988 Seoul Olympics, which boasts of 

 international facilities that moor 1,000 yachts. Outside the center is Olympic Memorial 

 Hill.

-Maritime Sports: The waters of Suyoung Bay and Haeundae Beach are ideal for 

 maritime sports regardless of season. However, activities such as Yachting, jet skiing,

 and wind surfing are mostly enjoyed in the summers under the bright summer rays and 

 blue waters.

-Haeundae Spa: Due to its alkaline salt content, the Haeundae hot springs has been 

 known to have medicinal effect on adult diseases.

-Golf: Both Pusan Country Club and Tongrae Country Club are within an easy access 

 and boast of beautiful scenery. They are famous, in particular, for the excellent feeling 

 of touching the green field in all seasons.
