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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG RAN WG#4 is currently working on a clarification of the TS 25.133 dealing with the use of parallel compressed mode patterns.

3GPP TSG RAN WG#4 kindly asks 3GPP TSG RAN WG#1 to provide information about the use of compressed mode methods (SF/2, Puncturing and Higher Layer Scheduling). In particular for the case when different methods are used when several transmission gap patterns are simultaneously activated

The current understanding is that different patterns can use different methods and the UE must be able to support these different methods if requested. The UTRAN is responsible for ensuring that the activation of several patterns in parallel does not cause transmission gaps to result in the same frame. It is the understanding of RAN WG4 that UTRAN should ensure that there are not conflicts (e.g. TTI basis, frame basis, …) when different compressed mode methods are used. However, it is not fully clear in the RAN WG1 specification how this should be handled. It would be useful if it was clarified.
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
