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1 Introduction

A corresponding study and comparison of the performances of the two general SCH signal structures have been presented in [1]. 7.2.2.4.5.3 Comparison of SCH structures
The hierarchical SCH structures may achieve lower cell search time than the non-hierarchical SCH structures at very low SNRs. On the other hand, the performances of non-hierarchical SCH become better than the performances of hierarchical SCH at SNRs above 0 dB, i.e. at about 70% of the SNRs in the worst case deployment scenario.
