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1. Discussion and proposal
In case of downlink persistent scheduling, no PDCCH is provided. From this reason, specific behaviour is required for MIMO mode. We propose following mode operation.
- No modification of the uplink CQI related behaviour according to the persistent mode operation.
- In the persistent transmission subframe
- Single-antenna port; port 0: 
- No change
- Transmit diversity:

- No change
- Open-loop spatial multiplexing

- Persistent subframe is Transmit diversity

-  Closed-loop spatial multiplexing

- Persistent subframe is Transmit diversity

- Multi-user MIMO

- Persistent subframe is Transmit diversity

- Closed-loop Rank=1 precoding

- Persistent subframe is Transmit diversity

- Single-antenna port; port 5: 

- No change
- Note that there is on-going discussion in RAN2 on the retransmission handling on semi persistent scheduling. Our view is there is a case that initial transmission is persistent scheduling and the retransmission is dynamic scheduling. In such case, above is applied only for the persistent transmission subframe.
