Introduction
In the Work Item Exception Sheet [1], cross-carrier scheduling is listed as one of the RAN1 items. In this contribution, we provide our views on this issue.
2
Discussion
In [1], cross-carrier scheduling is listed as one of the RAN1 open issues for carrier aggregation in Rel-10. 
Cross-carrier scheduling involves scheduling a PDSCH CC / PUSCH CC from a different CC (a.k.a PDCCH CC) for the benefits of, e.g., necessary interference management particurlarly in heterogeneous networks. A 3-bit CIF is introduced in DCI for PDCCH transmitted in UE-specific search spaces. Detailed design on cross-carrier scheduling has been carried out since RAN1#58, e.g., PCFICH, PHICH, presence of CIF in DCI, PDCCH search space design, search space sharing of the same DCI size, PDCCH size ambiguity handling between common and UE-specific search spaces, ACK/NAK resource allocation in case of cross-carrier scheduling, etc. 
Based on our analysis, there are no open issues for cross-carrier scheduling design in Rel-10.
