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Discussion
During the RAN1 meeting in Athens RAN1 agreed the following which is based on the WF R1-112834.

For Rel8 and Rel9, when there is no corresponding PUSCH (for f(i)) or PUCCH (for g(i)), the UE evaluates every 3/3A TPC command and applies it unless it reaches min/max power; the determination of the min/max power saturation is left to UE implementation 

For Rel10, target next meeting (Zhuhai) to define UE behavior under these conditions 

Following the RAN1 #66 meeting there was an email discussion with the aim to agree on the UE behaviour for this situation. The following three options was indentified as possible options
1. The UE uses the latest PUSCH/PUCCH transmission to determine whether the UE has reached the min/max power

2. The UE does not do any comparison against a min/max power, i.e. it always applies the TPC command from DCI format 3/3A (assuming the above condition)

3. The UE uses the same reference format as for the PHR reporting in CA to determine min/max power

Conclusion

There was very little interest in the email discussion. The rapporteur consequently chooses option 1 and provided a CR for it. No company has challenged this during the email discussion and the discussion has been ongoing in trying to define a CR for option 1. During the email discussion, some further ambiguities points are raised up. The rapporteur proposes these topics are further concluded in RAN1#66bis.
