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1. Introduction and discussion
Following RAN1#66bis, the CR in R1-113612 was agreed under email discussion “[66bis-01] R1-113590 36.213C R0362r1 A correction to PDSCH transmission assumption for CQI calculation”. During the discussion an additional clarification was proposed "......and the ratio of PDSCH EPRE to CSI-RS EPRE applies for antenna ports {15.....14+P}". The motivation for this proposal was to ensure that for CSI reporting the UE should assume that the number of ports used for transmission of PDSCH is equal to the number of CSI-RS ports, not the number of DMRS ports, which would be equal to the reported rank. A number of companies indicated that this was already sufficiently obvious from the current LTE specifications and that such a clarification was not necessary.   
However, for the avoidance of doubt it would be desirable to ensure that this conclusion is formally captured, for example, in the RAN1#67 minutes.  Failure to agree that a proposed clarification is necessary is somewhat different from agreement that a proposed clarification is not necessary.
2. Conclusions
It is proposed include a statement such as the following in the RAN1#67 minutes:

During the email discussion “[66bis-01] R1-113590 36.213C R0362r1 A correction to PDSCH transmission assumption for CQI calculation”, which concluded with the agreement of 36.213C R0362r1, it was proposed to add a further clarification that the ratio of PDSCH EPRE to CSI-RS EPRE applies for antenna ports {15.....14+P}. Several companies commented that the specification was sufficiently clear without this clarification. RAN1 agreed that such a clarification is not necessary.
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
