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Discussion/Decision
1 Introduction
This contribution discusses UE procedures for dual connectivity (DC) when periodic and aperiodic CQI reporting occurs in the same subframe in TS36.300 [1].
2 Discussion
In section 7 of TS36.213, it is specified on UE procedures to be applied for PDSCH related operations when DC is configured to the UE [2].

     Physical downlink shared channel related procedures

If the UE is configured with a SCG, the UE shall apply the procedures described in this clause for both MCG and SCG unless stated otherwise

· When the procedures are applied for MCG, the terms ‘secondary cell’, ‘secondary cells’, ‘serving cell’, and ‘serving cells’ in this clause refer to secondary cell, secondary cells, serving cell or serving cells belonging to the MCG respectively unless stated otherwise. The terms ‘subframe’ and ‘subframes’ refer to subframe or subframes belonging to MCG.
· When the procedures are applied for SCG, the terms ‘secondary cell’, ‘secondary cells’, ‘serving cell’ and ‘serving cells’ in this clause refer to secondary cell, secondary cells (not including the PSCell), serving cell, serving cells belonging to the SCG respectively unless stated otherwise. The term ‘primary cell’ in this clause refers to the PSCell of the SCG. The terms ‘subframe’ and ‘subframes’ refer to subframe or subframes belonging to SCG.


It means that all UE procedures under section 7 are applied within a CG (cell group) if DC is configured for the UE.
Also, in subsection 7.2 of TS36.213, UE procedure when both periodic and aperiodic CSI reporting would occur in the same subframe is specified for the collision as below [2].

UE procedure for reporting Channel State Information (CSI)

In case both periodic and aperiodic CSI reporting would occur in the same subframe, the UE shall only transmit the aperiodic CSI report in that subframe.

Taking into account the above sentences in the very first part of section 7 in TS36.213, if DC is configured for a UE, a decision on the UE procedure that only aperiodic CSI report is transmitted when both periodic and aperiodic CSI reporting occur in the same subframe should be made within a CG.
On the other hand, in section 11.5 of TS36.300 [1], the same procedure is specified without some clarifications on the configuration of DC as below which is highlighed in yellow. Actually, it is noted that the current sentences were specified for both non-CA and CA cases.

CQI reporting for Scheduling
The time and frequency resources used by the UE to report CQI are under the control of the eNB. CQI reporting can be either periodic or aperiodic. A UE can be configured to have both periodic and aperiodic reporting at the same time. Therefore, it is proposed that UE procedure for a collision between periodic and aperiodic CSI reporting in the same subframe is clarified when DC is configured for the UE in section 11.5 of TS36.300 [1] and then an LS is sent to RAN2 capturing the above proposal as a RAN1 agreement. 
3 Proposal
As discussed in the contribution, we propose the followings: 
Proposal 1: UE procedure for a collision between periodic and aperiodic CSI in the same subframe in section 11.5 of TS36.300 [1] should be clarified when DC is configured for the UE.

Proposal 2: Send an LS to RAN2 capturing above proposal 1 as a RAN1 agreement.

The text proposal for TS36.300 is provided in the annex for information.
