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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN3 on their R3-151274 on inter-eNB CoMP signaling which asked:

RAN1 would like to provide the following answer:

1. Rel.12 eCoMP study has been focused on inter-eNB coordination based on the information of UE specific CQI reports. RAN1 has not evaluated inter-eNB coordination using UE specific RSPR reports. Therefore, RAN1 is unable to provide guidance on the benefit of linking same UE’s CSI information and RSRP measurement received over X2. 
2. Rel.12 eCoMP study has been focused on 2 or 3 UE specific CSI processes in the inter-eNB CoMP performance evaluation. The maximum number of CSI process needed for a cell is highly depending on the deployment scenarios. RAN1 has not evaluated the performance impact from limiting the number of cell specific CSI process. Therefore RAN1 is unable to provide guidance on the maximum number of CSI processes required in a cell.

As part of the Rel-13 “Enhanced Signaling for Inter-eNB CoMP” WI, RAN3 is adding support over X2 for signaling of one or more sets of CSI information (RI, CQI) of a set of UEs.  Note that RAN3 has already added support for signaling of RSRP Measurement Reports over X2 in Rel-12.


For completion of the Rel-13 inter-eNB CoMP WI, RAN3 has taken the following working assumption:


Support means to link CSI information and RSRP Measurements received over X2 to the same UE  (i.e include the UE ID in RSRP Measurement Report) , and


Define the maximum number of CSI process configurations for all UEs in one cell as 7.





In order to confirm the working assumption, RAN3 would like to request feedback from RAN1 on the following question:


Question: RAN3 would like to ask whether, a maximum number of CSI process configurations equal to 7 for all UEs served by a cell participating in inter-eNB CoMP and the linking of the same UE’s CSI information and RSRP Measurements received over X2 is justified based on the RAN1’s study.
