For Key Issue #8: Inter-PLMN operation for V2X:

Depending on regulatory rules, in regions where no dedicated or common spectrum for V2X communication is assigned, and different PLMNs are configured to operate V2X over different radio resources, a V2X UE may need to receive V2X messages from different PLMNs simultaneously. UE's reception of V2X messages from other PLMNs is a supported feature. For LTE-Uu based V2X, however, such requirements could be mitigated by configuring V2X Application Server exchange of V2X messages across PLMNs. Such configuration/arrangement is out of scope of 3GPP.


This paper discusses details of support of inter-PLMN for Uu and PC5.
2. Discussions 
According to the conclusions (in Section 1) from [1], in case of PC5 and LTE-Uu based V2X, it could be possible for a V2X UE to receive V2X messages from different PLMNs simultaneously, when different PLMNs operate V2X over different radio resources (e.g., carriers). One remaining issue here is how the V2X UE can know the radio resources information of other PLMNs. We think that it is desirable that this issue is handled by RAN2 (if necessary). Furthermore, by referring the conclusions from [1], in case of LTE-Uu based V2X, the V2X UE can receive V2X messages of other PLMNs by V2X Application Server exchange. As a result, it can be concluded that there is no special issues in RAN1 if the multi-carrier RX is supported by the V2X UE. 

Proposal: Regarding support of inter-PLMN for Uu and PC5, it can be concluded that there is no special issues in RAN1 if the multi-carrier RX is supported by the V2X UE.
