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1 Introduction

At RAN1#89 it was agreed to collect evaluation results for FeD2D in order to capture them in FeD2D TR 36.746 [1]. In this contribution and in the attached excel spreadsheet we provide a proposal on common evaluation assumptions, format to capture the results, and metrics for comparison of Rel.13 and enhanced UE-to-NW relaying in terms of both discovery and communication.
2 Discussion
The attached excel spreadsheet is self-contained, i.e. it has all the required evaluation assumption and metrics listed on separate sheets corresponding to different scenarios. Both Scenario 1 and Scenario 2 are evaluated. For Scenario 1, two densities of remote UEs are considered: 2 and 8 per relay UE. For the Scenario 2, two different densities of relay UEs are considered: 20 and 40.
The agreed evaluation metrics are used. Note, that energy efficiency from the remote UE perspective needs to be provided. For VoIP traffic, the successful fraction of links is indicated, while for the FTP Model, the packet throughput is expected to be provided.
3 Conclusion
