· Transmission of periodic CSI on an LAA SCell is not supported within the current scope of the eLAA work item
Acc. to cl. 7.2.2. configuration of periodic CSI reporting for LAA SCell is not expected. This is not exactly the same as the agreement states. 
On the other hand, cl. 10.1 allows periodic CSI reports on a cell other than a LAA SCell.

In Rel-13 periodic CSI reporting is supported for LAA SCell, this is not possible any longer in Rel-14 for UEs with downlinkLAA-r13 capability.

Periodic CSI Reporting using PUCCH

A UE is semi-statically configured by higher layers to periodically feed back different CSI components (CQI, PMI, PTI, CRI, and/or RI) on the PUCCH using the reporting modes given in Table 7.2.2-1 and described below. A UE in transmission mode 10 can be configured by higher layers for multiple periodic CSI reports corresponding to one or more CSI processes per serving cell on PUCCH.  


A BL/CE UE configured with CEModeB is not expected to be configured with periodic CSI report.
