	After application of the timing advance, the specification states that “the UE shall not transmit in subframe n+1 until the first available symbol that has no overlapping portion with subframe n and which does not reduce the guard period”. This means that even if the overlapping is very small (e.g. within the CP) the UE will drop the entire SC-FDMA symbol, which is not reasonable.

Transmission timing adjustments

For a BL/CE UE, for a timing advance command received on subframe n, the corresponding adjustment of the uplink transmission timing shall apply for the uplink PUCCH/PUSCH/SRS transmissions in subframe n+6.  When the BL/CE UE's uplink PUCCH/PUSCH/SRS transmissions in subframe n and subframe n+1 are on the same narrowband and are overlapped due to the timing adjustment, the UE shall complete transmission of subframe n and not transmit the overlapped part of subframe n+1.  When the BL/CE UE's uplink PUCCH/PUSCH/SRS transmissions in subframe n and subframe n+1 are on different narrowbands, and the timing adjustment occurs in the guard period for narrowband retuning, the UE shall not transmit the part of subframe n+1 that overlaps with the retuning period.
