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1. Discussion
In NR Adhoc#1 meeting, the following agreements are made on a default beam for PDCCH for initial RRC configuration of TCI-StatesPDCCH as shown below:
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Agree to the following text change for 38.213 section 10.1:
---- Unchanged parts omitted ----«
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If the UE has received RRC configuration of TCI-StatesPDCCH containing a single TClstate, the UE assumes that the
DM-RS antenna port associated with PDCCH reception in the UE-specific search space is quasi co-located with the DL

RS(s) configured by the TCI state.







However, the first paragraph above only states about “initial RRC”, such that any agreements on  RRC re-configuration cases are currently missing. We can consider following two alternatives for covering this issue:
Proposal 1: Between RRC re-configuration of TCI-StatesPDCCH containing multiple TCI states and the MAC CE activation of one of those states, agree and capture in Section 10.1 of TS38.213 either one of the following alternatives:

· Alt.1: The DL RS in the lowest entry of TCI-StatesPDCCH is used for the PDCCH beam until the MAC CE activation message is delivered.
· Alt.2: The most recent DL RS activated by MAC CE in any of existing CORESETs is used for the PDCCH beam until the MAC CE activation message is delivered.
· If the most recent activated DL RS is more than one from multiple CORESETs, the DL RS activated in the lowest CORESET is used.
2. Conclusion
Based on the discussion above, we propose the following to clarify the missing part of agreements on default beam for PDCCH for RRC reconfiguration of TCI-StatesPDCCH.

Proposal 1: Between RRC re-configuration of TCI-StatesPDCCH containing multiple TCI states and the MAC CE activation of one of those states, agree and capture in Section 10.1 of TS38.213 either one of the following alternatives:

· Alt.1: The DL RS in the lowest entry of TCI-StatesPDCCH is used for the PDCCH beam until the MAC CE activation message is delivered.

· Alt.2: The most recent DL RS activated by MAC CE in any of existing CORESETs is used for the PDCCH beam until the MAC CE activation message is delivered.

· If the most recent activated DL RS is more than one from multiple CORESETs, the DL RS activated in the lowest CORESET is used.
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
